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At this interdisciplinary Jungian conference the representatives of different schools of psychology and psychotherapy, as well as renowned academic scientists and PhDs in Philosophy and Philology, History and Cultural studies, Art and Natural sciences, together with the researchers of the human psyche unconscious and craftsmen, will reveal the secrets of ancient symbolic systems and bridge them with modern knowledge which provides us with the keys to the rules of reality, soul depth and spiritual stature. They will present their concepts of how the Astral and physical worlds get in contact, what the nature of the human conscious and unconscious is, why it is important for us to cognize ourselves and be self-aware, understand our nature and the depth of our psyche. You will witness a paradoxical combination of seemingly incongruous ideas — the synthesis that leads us to the understanding of ourselves, a holistic perception of life and human nature.
Thematic Field of the Conference:
· Symbolic thinking as a fundamental principle of working with the human psyche, the way to the mindfulness of unconscious processes.
· Ancient and modern symbolic systems in Jungian analysis and practice of psychotherapy.
· The Secret Knowledge of past times and its symbolic systems — the archetypal treasury of the human psyche unconscious.
· C. G. Jung's spiritual quest and his work on the Eastern and Western symbolic systems.
· C. G. Jung's alchemical works: The Psychology of the Transference; Psychology and Alchemy; Misterium Coniunctionis; The Spirit Mercurius, etc.
· Alchemy as a symbolic system in depth psychology. Magnum opus of the alchemists as the acquisition of the Philosopher's Stone — the psychic and spiritual integrity of a human.
· Internal and external alchemy: meeting points of the humanitarian and natural science knowledge about human and their place in the universe. External alchemy as a source of modern chemistry. Internal alchemy as a source of depth psychology.
· Alchemical laboratory of a modern psychologist. Archetypal images of alchemy in working with the unconscious area of the human psyche.
· Alchemical treatises (Rosarium Philosophorum, Splendor Solis, Arcana Arcanissima, Septimana Philosophica, Enigmata Aureola, Lusus Serius, Atalanta Fugiens, Symbola Aureae Mensae, Philosophia Reformata, Musaeum Hermeticum, De Lapide Philosophico, Anatomia Auri, Oedipus Chimicus, Metamorphosis Planetarum, Tripus aureus, Chymica vannus, Viatorium, Opus medico-chymicum, de Groene Leeuw, Mutus Liber, Escalier des Sages, Theosophische wercken, etc.) and their symbolism in working with the deep layers of the human psyche.
· Astrology as a symbolic system in depth psychology. Stellar nature of a human. Planetary archetypes of the human psyche.
· Tarot as a symbolic system in depth psychology. Metaphorical associative maps in Jungian analysis and practice of psychotherapy.
· Kabbalah as a symbolic system in depth psychology. Symbolism of the Tree of Life and the human microcosm.
· Mythology as a symbolic system in depth psychology. Gods and goddesses of antiquity as archetypal images of the human psyche. The archetypal stories of myths in depth psychology.
· Gnosticism, hermeticism, and other secret teachings: their symbolism in depth psychology. С. G. Jung as a Gnostic.
· The symbolism of alchemy, astrology, Tarot, Kabbalah, and other systems in the literature, art, and music of the past and present.
· The symbolism of archetypal images in paganism, Christianity, and other religious systems.
· The relationship between different symbolic systems, the psychological meaning of these relationships.
· Different points of view on the human soul and body: amplifications of alchemical, astrological, mythological, Gnostic, and other symbolism.
· Love, sensuality, eroticism and sexuality in alchemical images and other symbolic systems. Anima/Animus projections in love relationships.
· The symbolism of life, death and transformation in alchemy and various other philosophical systems, traditions and cultures.
· Psychosomatics: symptoms of the body as a symbolic language of the soul. Psychosomatic integrity. 
· The symbolism of the spirit movement from the Ego to the Self through the "minefield” of the personal unconscious; injuries, fears, resentments, guilt, and other destructive feelings and their symbols. The growing-up of the Inner Child and symbolism of this process. Psychotherapy of mental trauma.
· Symbolic study of the psyche depths: active imagination, art therapy, gestalt therapy, psychoanalysis, lacanian psychoanalysis, sand therapy, fairy tale therapy, work with sub-identities, symbolodrama, astrodrama, meditative techniques, and body-oriented methods of psychotherapy: dance movement therapy, kinesiology, biodynamics, biosynthesis, respiratory practices, bioenergetic analysis, and other methods of working with the unconscious part of the human psyche.
· Symbolism of the analytical process. The psychology of transference in Jungian analysis and practice of psychotherapy.
· Dreams are the "Royal Path” to the world of the unconscious. Dream symbolism in Jungian analysis and practice of psychotherapy.
